Optimum Upgrade User Guide

After clicking on the navigation button you will notice that the whole user interface for this
section and beyond have changddhe way in which you use tlievice is similar to the
previous software however there are some changes to the design and layout of the system
as well as more up to date mapping, driver screen layout and automatic day and night
mode.

Just as in the previous version you will first megented with the vehicle details page
where you will enter all of the vehicle dimensions, i.e. Weight, height, length etc.
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Once you have completed this step please press the return amrdoieh is located in the
bottom rightcorner. You will then be presged with the driver guidelines, after reading
through and agreeing with the terms and conditions of the product paesgpt. Following
this you will come to the main screen shown below where you will be able to:

e Browse the map

e Drive to a location

e Planyour route

e Change the settings on your ProNav
e Exit the system

After you are presented with the main screen it is advisable that you setup the ProNav to
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right hand side of the screen to scroll down and change the settings to your convenience.

If the round icons shown below are filled in green then it means that they are selected
whereas if they are red they are unselected.

Route Options

select whether you would like the dance display on the driver screen to be in Miles or
Kilometres:
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You may now select whether you would like the road names that will be displayed to be the
Name or Number of the roadhe keyboard on the ProNav device tenchanged into two
layouts, either Alphabetic o0QWERT.YTheQWERTHunction can be useful for ProNav users
that prefer the layout of the buttons on a laptop or computer keypad.

The Keyboard magnification button will allow the users to view a specific letter or number
when pressed to ensure the user is pressing the correct button.
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Just as in the previous software the user is able to change the eomenands that will be
emitted from the device to male or female. Users can also select the volume of that voice as
well as the language.

Users can alswiew the vehicle details which are shown at the start of the navigation and
change them accordingly, enable or disable the Pointsi@fest which are displayed in the

drive screen, view safety camera alert information, view the favourites that a user has
previously saved as well as change the colour scheme; this will also be displayed in the drive
screen.

The final section in the sgbumenu shows information on the GPS of the device, i.e. how
many satellites are being picked up. Information about the device itself and the version of
